All volunteers must pass a background check
in accordance with the Region 6 Background
Check Policy

TRAINING

All volunteers must complete a CERT 20-hour
basic training and 10 hours of independent
online study training through FEMA

ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP

In order to be authorized to respond to an
emergency, team members must maintain an
active membership by regularly participate in
team activities, trainings, preparedness booths,
community events and deployments,
